Who was Amy Wilkerson?

Amy Wilkerson was an outstanding member of the Seattle hospitality community for many years before she passed away on April 3rd, 2006.  Amy was very active in the Pacific Northwest Chapter of PCMA beginning around 1999 and became involved with both the membership and programs; co-chairing the programs committee with Laura Daniel.  After the events of 9/11 and the downturn of the economy, collectively they came up with putting together an industry summit for the following year and hence, the Meeting Industry Summit.  Amy assisted in approaching MPI, WSAE, TIA, SGMP and the headquarters for PCMA for partnership opportunities and educational speakers for the first summit and worked tirelessly on it with Laura Daniel, much behind the scenes to ensure the summit had impact and meaning to the community in which she helped sell as a CVB sales person.  Amy was the type of person that stayed away from the "limelight" her personal satisfaction was from being a good person, good friend and an excellent mother to her daughter, Sian.  

She spent many years with Westin hotels after following in her father’s footsteps into the hospitality industry. She worked for Westin Hotels in California and then came to Seattle to work at the Westin Seattle for many years.  She then joined the Seattle’s Convention and Visitors Bureau in 2000.  Amy worked in the national association market at the bureau and many of her clients became her good friends.  She was always very compassionate, thorough in her work, and charming to work with.  She loved to travel and some of her best trips were those that she was able to take with her daughter Sian.   Amy was very respected by her peers and everyone loved working with her.  She always had a calming force within her even when things were getting rough.  We were very fortunate to have Amy in our industry in Seattle and her passing impacted many people she worked with.  
The Pacific Northwest Chapter honors the involvement, dedication and passion Amy had for our chapter of PCMA.  We want to award those who have similar qualities with opportunities to attend the PCMA Annual Meeting and Leadership Conferences.  
The Amy Wilkerson Memorial Scholarship has been developed to support continuing education efforts of members of the Pacific Northwest Chapter of PCMA. In order to be eligible to apply for a scholarship, applicants must meet the following prerequisites:
· Be an active member in good standing with a minimum of one continuous year of membership.

· Must not have received other scholarship funds from the Pacific Northwest Chapter within 24 calendar months.

Scholarship Recipients must meet the following requirements or may be asked to return scholarship funds:

· Maintain active membership in the Pacific Northwest Chapter of PCMA for at least one full year after scholarship receipt.

· Volunteer as a member of a committee or serve on the Board of Directors in the calendar year following scholarship receipt.

The Pacific Northwest Chapter has allocated a minimum of $5,000 in scholarship monies to be given out in 2012.  Please request the amount you are seeking in scholarship monies and the committee will award based on funds available.

All scholarships awarded are to be used to reimburse actual expenses and reimbursement requests shall be submitted to the chapter’s Treasurer with accompanying documentation.
